Orthodox Medical Usage of ACE Inhibitors


ACE Inhibitors are often prescribed to lower Blood Pressure in persons afflicted with Hypertension - ACE Inhibitors inhibit Angiotensin Converting Enzyme (ACE) that catalyzes the activation of Angiotensin to its active Angiotensin 2 form.

Toxic Effects of ACE Inhibitors


ACE Inhibitors can cause Depression [epidemiological evidence:  Denmark researchers found a strong correlation between the incidence of Depression and use of ACE Inhibitors].
