Contraceptive Pill
Also known as:
The Pill;  Oral Contraceptive Pill

Description

Pharmaceutical Drugs that consist of one or more synthetic forms of Female Sexual Steroid Hormones taken by females to prevent conception.

Most Contraceptive Pills contain synthetic Oestrogens to block the normal process of ovulation and a Progestin (synthetic form of Progesterone) to block the normal control of the menstrual cycle.

Contraceptive Pills that lack a synthetic Oestrogen and contain only a Progestin are known as Mini-Pills.

Toxic Effects of the Contraceptive Pill

Cardiovascular System


The Oral Contraceptive Pill can cause Hypertension (due to the Synthetic Oestrogens and Progestins that are constituents of "the pill" increasing the body's production of Angiotensin Converting Enzyme which in excess can cause Hypertension by activating Angiotensin 2).

Immune System


The Contraceptive Pill increases the risk of Breast Cancer as it depletes the body's supply of Folic Acid and increases the body's exposure to Oestrogens [scientific research - humans:  women who use the pill for at least 4 years are prone to a 40% greater risk of Breast Cancer than otherwise expected].


Females who use the Pill for more than 4 years increase their risk of Skin Cancer.

Nervous System


The Contraceptive Pill can cause Depression (due to Oestrogens blocking the Serotonin manufacturing actions of Vitamin B6) [scientific research - 50% of female depression sufferers are deficient in Vitamin B6].

Sexual System - Female


The Contraceptive Pill can cause Leucorrhea in some females.


Usage of the Oral Contraceptive Pill increases the risk of Vaginitis (possibly due to "the pill" reducing the endogenous production of Mucous that normally moistens and protects the Vagina).

The Contraceptive Pill depletes the body's Supplies of these Substances:


The Contraceptive Pill causes the excretion of Magnesium.


The Contraceptive Pill increases the body's excretion of Zinc.


Folic Acid, Vitamin B1, Vitamin B2, Vitamin B6, Vitamin C, Vitamin E.

The Contraceptive Pill Stimulates these Potentially Toxic Substances

Enzymes


The Contraceptive Pill increases the body's production of Angiotensin Converting Enzyme (ACE) (due to the Synthetic Oestrogens and Progestins that are constituents of the Contraceptive Pill) [caution:  excessive production of ACE can cause Hypertension].

The Contraceptive Pill Enhances the body's Retention of these Substances

The Contraceptive Pill increases the body's retention of Iron.

The Contraceptive Pill increases the body's retention of Vitamin A.
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
