Incurable Disease?

We are not the last fellow or first fellow on the list; we are ourselves, no one else. This is where popular medicine fails. We are a unique person in the doctor's office. His education and experience should allow him to treat us as a whole person and unique. 

If you do not recognize that capacity for healing that your body has, or if you feel you have to "pill it up", then you do not understand the body's tremendous capacity to heal itself, given what it requires. Your body does not require one thing or another, but intelligent care - simply put.
