I have tried to find more info on this issue but haven't been able to find any in english when it comes to the revelation that several people report getting chronic fatigue syndrome, or ME as it is also called. 

People who are able to understand norwegian might sign up for free and watch the program that was aired last night, on web-TV. 
The program is called PULS and the date 23.01 with the subtitle "ME og vaksine" will lead to the piece. It is sent on the TV channel NRK and it's free to watch but you have to sign up first.

On the program they said that this vaccine trial was performed from 1987 to 1991 on 233.000 school children between the age of 14-16. The health authorities checked only 1% of them and upon the demand by lawyers and doctors to investigate the harm done to some patients, said that would be impossible to do. It was said that anyone who may be injured would be compensated, but so far only one patient have been awarded about $ 230.000 and that was after a 6 year struggle. At least 19 other patients claim injury as a result of this vaccine and more are coming. 

One of the patients was too weak to do an interview and her lawyer spoke for her. Another was a young woman who was active in sports before the vaccine but had to stop her education and are now 100% on disability. 

This vaccine was developed in Norway and I initially thought this would make this case irrelevant to other nations meningitis vaccination schemes. But when I searched a little around I found that this vaccine seems to be the so-called "parent vaccine" of the one they now use in New Zealand. It is scary that they now use this vaccine in New Zealand which was discontinued in Norway because of lack of efficiacy and which also may be damaging some people's health.
