Orthodox Medical Uses of Ritalin

Ritalin is often prescribed for the treatment of Attention Deficit Disorder (ADD).


Ritalin (temporarily) stimulates the Central Nervous System.


Ritalin is often prescribed for the treatment Narcolepsy.

Toxic Effects of Ritalin

The toxic effects of Ritalin are similar to those of other Amphetamines.

Although Ritalin temporarily increases some aspects of human Intelligence, long term usage decreases Intelligence (due to Norepinephrine depletion).

Ritalin Interferes with these Substances

Neurotransmitters

Ritalin causes the release and depletion of excessive amounts of Norepinephrine (NE).


Ritalin causes the release and depletion of excessive amounts of Vasopressin.

Polyphenols

Ritalin interferes with the body’s metabolism of Coumarins.

Dosage Recommendations

To treat Narcolepsy:
10-60 mg taken 30 minutes prior to breakfast and lunch = 20-60 mg per day

Elimination Half-Life:
2 - 3 hours

Time to peak Plasma Concentration (Tmax):
1 - 3 hours

Time until onset of Behaviour effect:
1 hour

Duration of Behaviour effect:
3-4 hours

Ritalin is available only by physician's prescription and its dispensation is highly regulated by government health authorities in most countries (due to the dangers associated with the use of all Amphetamine-derivatives).
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
