X-Rays
Also known as:
X-Radiation

Spectrum of invisible Ionizing (i.e. Radioactive) Electromagnetic Radiation with wavelengths much shorter than that of Visible Light (0.01 to 300 angstroms).

Orthodox Medical Usage of X-Rays

X-Rays are commonly used as a means of diagnosing various ailments (radiology) by orthodox medical specialists (radiologists).


X-Rays are one of the forms of Electromagnetic Radiation commonly employed in Radiation Therapy in the treatment of various forms of Cancer.

Commercial Usage of X-Rays


X-Rays are one of the forms of Electromagnetic Radiation employed in the practice of Food Irradiation.

Toxic Effects of X-Rays

Exposure to (both medical and environmental) X-Rays increases the risk of some forms of Cancer:-Exposure to X-Rays increases the risk of Breast Cancer [researchers speculate that 75% of new Breast Cancers are directly attributable to previous chest X-Rays].

Exposure to X-Rays increases the risk of Colon Cancer.

-
Exposure to X-Rays increases the risk of Leukaemia [scientific research - the risk of developing Leukaemia increases by 10% for each RAD of exposure to X-Rays].

Exposure to X-Rays increases the risk of Lung Cancer.

-
Exposure to X-Rays increases the risk of Ovarian Cancer.

-
Exposure to X-Rays increases the risk of developing the Basal Cell Carcinoma form of Skin Cancer.


Exposure to excessive amounts of X-Rays causes Radioepithelitis (i.e. destruction of the epithelium especially of the Skin).

X-Rays Interfere with these Substances

The anti-tumour effects of Bestatin (a Vaccine derived from Streptomyces olivoreticuli) are negated when persons afflicted with Cancer are treated with X-

Rays during Radiation Therapy [scientific research - mice].

These Substances Inhibit the Toxic Effects of X-Rays

Hormones


Oestriol protects against X-Rays-induced Breast Cancer [scientific research - when studied on rats, Oestriol protected against Breast Cancers induced by X-Rays].

Carbohydrates

Beta 1,3 Glucan protects the body from the toxic effects of X-Rays [scientific research].

Hyaluronic Acid (cream applied topically) counteracts the ability of X-Rays to cause Radioepithelitis [scientific research].

Sulphuric Compounds

Dimethyl Sulphoxide (DMSO) (applied topically) protects the body against the toxic effects of X-Rays [scientific research - animals].

These Foods Inhibit the Toxic Effects of X-Rays

Reishi Mushrooms protect the Cells of the Bone Marrow against the Free Radicals generated by X-Rays (due to Polysaccharides) [scientific research].

Broccoli protects against the toxic effects of X-Rays [scientific research - animals].

Cabbage protects against the toxic effects of X-Rays [scientific research - animals].
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
